Thanks for praying for our trip to Windhoek (Accelerated Christian Education Convention) and my trip to Pretoria (The Christian Network Winter School and Africa Forum). It was a wonderful and fruitful time – learned a lot, made some divine connections and got new enthusiasm to build His Church and His Kingdom.
The Namibia church planting team is on outreach to Himba villages in the far west. Pray for wisdom, favour, health (for Kuvazomuinyo, Vazandu, Kasete and 4x4), miracles, etc… Some of the Himba believers offered to add fuel money if they can go with our team on outreach to some far-away villages. We praise God for the maturity of these Himba believers.

Other prayer points:
· Opuwo Christian School: We submitted our application to open a private school to the Namibian government. Pray for favour and a speedy and positive answer from the local inspector, the director of education and the minister.
· Northern Namibia tract distribution: We trained more than 100 pastors/leaders in central north Namibia and in Opuwo during June. They are now training others and distributing ±30 000 special “I love Namibia – Heart of Man” tracts in their cities, towns and villages.
· ABBA guesthouse: We received a generous loan from a Christian trust to build 8 extra rooms and an office at ABBA guesthouse. Pray for all the planning, the building contractor and for more finances to complete and fully furnish all the rooms.
· Good News: We distribute 800 copies of this 20-page community newspaper in Opuwo each month. Pray that God will use it to change people’s world-view. Read it online by clicking here: July Good News.

Thanks, really thanks for praying with us. We are doing things we’ve never done before, never really got trained for … without your prayer and moral support we would have “resigned” long ago.
